• Ability to teach the English language and basic life skills to adult learners. 
• Be responsible, punctual, encouraging, flexible and friendly when working with students and CLUES staff. 
• Be open and respectful to diverse life experiences, values and backgrounds. 
• Previous teaching and/or tutoring experience is preferred but not required. 

 
Requirements & Training: 

• Access to a computer and stable Wi-Fi.  

• Submit a Volunteer Application and Volunteer Waiver and Release form. 

• Interview with a member of CLUES’ adult education team.  

• Observe a minimum of one adult ESL class prior to teaching.  

• Attend CLUES’ New Teacher Orientation. 

• Complete volunteer training as required by the Minnesota Department of Education.
